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La artista estadounidense Janet Echelman redisefia el espacio aéreo urbano creando esculturas monumentales de fluido movimiento
que responden a las fuerzas ambientales, incluyendo viento, agua y luz solar. Sus obras, siendo objetos artisticos que invitan a ser i
contemplados, se convierten de pronto en entornos vivientes en los que uno puede perderse. Utilizando materiales que van de
redes para la pesca a particulas de agua atomizadas, Echelman combina técnicas artesanales antiguas con tecnologia de punta para
crear obras de arte integradas a la vida urbana en cuatro continentes.

artistic objects that can suddenly tutn into living environments in which

observers can lose themselves. Using materials that range from fishing

nets to atomized water particles, Echelman combines ancient craft
‘techniques with advances technology to create works of art that have

been integrated into urban life on four continents.

colaboré con artesanos para combinar los métodos
textiles tradicionales con la pintura contemporanea.
Cuando un incendio devoré su casa de bambu, la
artista regreso a los Estados Unidos para ejercer como
profesora en Harvard, tarea que desarrollé durante
7 aflos. Entonces viajé a la India. Observando cémo
trabajaban con sus redes los pescadores locales, se
pregunté si las redes podrfan constituir una nueva
aproximacion a la escultura: un modo de crear formas
con volumen sin emplear materiales sélidos, pesados
y, ademas, caros. Cred entonces una setie de esculturas
en colaboracién con los pescadores.

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Today, Janet Echelman creates her net sculptures in major cities around the world, in collaboration with a wide range of professionals,
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including mechanical and aeronautical engineers, architects, lighting designers, landscape architects and manufacturers. Among her
most noted works are “As If It Were Already Here” (an approximately 200-meter -600-foot- sculpture that connects downtown
Boston with the city’s harbor), “Impatient Optimist” (an emblematic piece created for the campus of the Bill & Melinda Gates
Foundation in Seattle), and “Skies Painted with Unnumbered Sparks” (an approximately 250-meter -745-foot- sculpture erected
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over Vancouver, Canada.
